Companion synods and churches 
nurture and strengthen one another for life and mission within the 
body of Christ. Companions participate in one another’s life and 
ministry through prayer, study, and communication, exchange of 
visitors and sharing of resources. Companion relationships open 
our eyes to the many challenges of the global context, and call us 
to deepen our commitment to be true disciples of Christ as 
individuals and together as a Lutheran communion of faith.
